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The rights of the child are a pivotal statement from the United Nations and are integral to our work. 
Mudiad Meithrin®s main aim is to offer care and early years® education through the medium of Welsh, 
and to encourage progression from the cylch Ti a Fi to the cylch meithrin and onwards to Welsh-medium 
education. By now, our provisions also include day nurseries, cylch sessions in private nurseries, all-day 
care as well as a variety of wraparound care.  

As an organisation that specialises in the early years, Mudiad Meithrin®s work inevitably encourages the 
curiosity, imagination and innate creativity of young children. Consequently, we try to see the cylch* 
through the eyes of a child, giving priority to the welfare and safety of all children, ensuring high-quality 
care as well as experiences which are full of fun and adventure.  

Our ambition is to expand services further in response to families® needs and we are supported in this 
aim by various partnerships. Indeed, the support from Welsh Government and local authorities in  
particular is crucial to achieving this goal. 

We believe that the existence of a cylch meithrin in countless communities is testimony to the demand 
for Welsh-medium education, and that the demand will only increase if we succeed, along with our 
partners, to promote and encourage the advantages of Welsh-medium education, as well as offering 
high-quality care and education.  

The purpose of this document therefore, that was the basis of a public consultation in 2015 on Mudiad 
Meithrin®s work, is to outline Mudiad®s vision for the next decade. Certainly there will be changes along 
the way, and opportunities to revise our priorities, but hopefully this exciting and ambitious vision will 
inspire everyone who is interested in Mudiad Meithrin®s work and mission.
